Thanks to the use of high tensile steel and a body design based on successive 

folds, Leboulch has significantly reduced the weight of its tipping trailers. The 

tapered shape of the body (2.25 m inside width at the front, 2.3 m at the rear) 

makes it easier to unload. These two features ensure a greater stability to the 

machine when tipping.
